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1 Reason for Contribution

Along with the evolution of DS and DM individually, we need to consider a new common spec set for future release.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes an answer to ‘Will OMA DS still share a common enabler with DM?’
3 Detailed Proposal

1. SyncML Representation document: 

SyncML becomes a common language used by DS and DM. It is better to restrict this document’s scope to SyncML semantics and remove SyncML syntax including DTD/XML Schema. Within DS and DM specific representation document, DS and DM can define their own syntax and DTD/XML Schema.
2. Binding Documents
We think it is better to not share binding documents for there is no relationship between DS bindings and DM bindings. Split these documents will make them clear. 
We propose to split binding documents and move binding documents to DS or DM’s own ERP.

3. SAN document:

Along with the evolution of DS and DM individually, we think that DS and DM may need new SAN technologies which may not be required by both. Now common SAN spec does not define too much information and can be moved to DS or DM’s own SAN spec.
