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1 Reason for Change

The text as currently written can be interpreted as prohibiting existing use cases for asymmetric devices – e.g. a device which must send Map commands, needs to cleanup space while keeping the data on the server, and so on.
The original reason given for the CR that provided this text, to enable peer-to-peer sessions is still valid, along with the desire to not introduce asymmetrically defined elements (such as SoftDel), but needs to be written differently.

This change improves backward compatibility between OMA-DS 2.0 and OMA-DS 1.2
