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1 Reason for Contribution

There is uncertainty when resuming a session between chunks of large objects sending from client to server.

2 Summary of Contribution

The inclusion of a tag in a chunk to indicate which portion of an object this chunk represents. This is needed in suspend/resume when incomplete status communication occurs in certain cases of unanticipated communication failures.

3 Detailed Proposal

The following is a scenario where uncertainty occurs when resuming a session between chunks of a large object being sent from client to server.

The client has just sent a chunk with the more data flag of a large object. Suppose an implicit suspend occurs before the client receives status from the server.

So, either the server has received the chunk and sent status 213 or not.

Then, suppose the client initiates resumption. The client must resend the chunk because a status was never received. When the server receives this chunk, it doesn’t know whether it has received it or not in the past.

5 Recommendation

Client and server support the tag, datapos, in the meta for each chunk of a large object. The datapos is a whole number greater than or equal to zero. It indicates the position of the first character of the chunk in the entire object. When a chunk is received, the buffered object is truncated to datapos. The chunk can then be appended to the buffer.

Notes:

· When the datapos is missing we assume a value of zero.

· The EMI can either be in the command itself if there is only one item, otherwise, it MUST be in the item.

Here is an example of the datapos.
