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1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

The goal of the Data Synchronization Working Group is to continue development of specifications for data synchronization, and to develop other similar specifications, including but not limited to SyncML technology.

The present proposal and the overall goal of this work item is to create a Data Synchronization Management Object (DS MO) definition to provide a standardized representation of data synchronization settings on mobile terminals.

The final DS MO representation will then be used, in conjunction with the OMA Device Management and OMA Data Synchronization enablers, to manage data synchronization settings for mobile terminals over common bearers in order to perform a synchronization operation to the server and its databases. Examples of data synchronization settings are data synchronization server name, address, database name, ec.

Based on this, It is proposed that the work item must address the following area:

The definition and description of Data Synchronization Management Objects: Expose the data synchronization settings to the Management Authority and facilitate the data synchronization management.
