In CPM (Converged IP Messaging) RD, there are several synchronization requirements:

	CPM-STOR-002 
	The CPM Enabler SHALL allow CPM Users to suppress automatic synchronization of locally-deleted CPM related content. 

	CPM-STOR-009 
	The CPM Enabler SHALL, according to the user’s preferences (e.g. filtering criteria, enable/disable automatic synchronization) and/or the service provider's policy, support the synchronization of : 

·  the stored CPM Messages or CPM Session Histories 
·  the CPM Threads 

·  the Media

·  the list of stored CPM Messages and/or CPM Session Histories and/or Media 

between the local storage of the CPM User’s device(s) and CPM User’s network-based storage. 


Also, in the WID of CAB (Converged Address Book), there are synchronization requirements:
· Providing access and synchronization for various devices registered by the same user across IP networks.

DS enabler (1.2.1 or 2.0) can fulfil the synchronization requirements fully well.
So, I hope our group can socialize DS enabler with CPM group to recommend CPM enabler reuse DS enabler for synchronization requirements.

Reuse is one of the main objectives in OMA, and also this can make DS enabler more useful in the market.
