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1 Reason for Change

In order for a Management Authority to be able to specify the protocol version to be used between the DS Client and the DS Server, and also in order for a DS Client to interpret the case of occurrence = zero, the STATUS of the PrefVersion node needs to be changed to REQUIRED. This change does not affect the graphical representation in which the node will still be PrefVersion?, with “?” indicating that it is optional to have the node present; nevertheless the support of it is required.

Also, in order for the Management Authority to have the chance to update the node, a minimum access of “Get” and “Replace” must be ensured. This contribution also fixes that issue.
