1 Overview

The November 2003 OMA policy on its role in certification states:

1. OMA commits to producing quality specifications (for all releases) for interoperability and conformance testing for its members and interested industry partner use;

2. OMA supports the Test Fest process as a means to improve the quality of test specifications and help its members test enabler interoperability; and

3. OMA itself does not plan to develop its own certification program according to the BoD [OMA Board of Directors] Strategic Directions Document.  However, OMA encourages, via actions to be decided, other parties to use its test specifications and any other relevant IOP program deliverables for any validation, verification, or certification efforts.

One of the follow up “actions to be decided” involves OMA working with external parties (members, non-members, standards bodies, forums, etc.) to understand the industry’s needs and to define roles and responsibilities and relationships which OMA should have with external parties in relation to certification activities, if any.  OMA wishes to open up formal dialogue on this matter and will host a Workshop to explore these issues.
2 Requested Action(s)

Interested parties are invited to respond in writing to OMA (contact above) by 2004 Feb. 20 with:

1. Their interest in participating in the OMA-hosted workshop, including contact details for one or more individuals interested in assisting to further develop the Workshop agenda.
2. Ideas, suggestions, and responses to the Workshop outline (Section 3 below).

3 Certification Workshop Outline

Workshop Objectives:
OMA wishes to encourage use of its test specifications and any other relevant OMA interoperability deliverables by industry fora, OMA member and non-member companies, and standards bodies.  OMA will open and foster ongoing dialogue to gather industry requirements, define roles and responsibilities, and better understand the relationship needed between industry parties.
Workshop Scope:
1. Discussions on how to make maximum use of OMA test specifications and any other OMA IOP programme deliverables

2. Understanding the industry priorities and expected timeframe for validation, verification, or certification of the various OMA specified enabler technologies
3. Ensuring communication and cooperation between the relevant respective groups

4. Understanding the needs of external parties upon OMA for validation, verification, or certification
5. Understanding how OMA could assist in the development of test environments, test tools or test equipment.
6. Defining what feedback mechanisms should exist and possibly be formalised to ensure OMA optimises and maximises external input to the enabler test specification development process.
Target Workshop Participants:
The Certification Workshop is open to all parties interested in using OMA test specifications and other relevant IOP deliverables, and will be managed on an invitation-only and registration basis for non-members, i.e., OMA reserves the right to disallow participation from any party which it deems does not contribute to its objectives.  OMA members must register as well, but without restriction.
