3 Requested Action(s)

The OMA IOP SWG would like to provide the following response to the CDG LS: 

Currently, the IOP Working Group is responsible for MMS MM1 testing activities for interoperability. These activities do not include the inter-carrier MM4 interface. After reviewing the CDG liaison statement, the IOP group has agreed in principle that the IOP testing of the MM4 Interface should be within the scope of future OMA testing activities. 

The OMA IOP SWG is aware of the 3GPP, 3GPP2, OMA Joint MMS Workshop in November 2003 and its recommendation for the transfer of MMS work activity to OMA, which would including interoperability. 

At the present time, for the MMS IOP SWG committee to consider performing this task requested by CDG, the following actions must be taken:

· For OMA TP to expand the scope of the MMS IOP to beyond MMS MM1 interface.

· For the OMA MMS SWG to identify clear requirements for the testing of this interface. 

· For CDG to further clarify the MM4 interface interoperability requirements and communicate it to OMA MMSG

· For OMA in cooperation with CDG to expand resources for the OMA testing activities 

4 Conclusion

We thank CDG for the liaison statement. Further OMA input and agreement as described in Section 3 is needed to move the MMS MM4 IOP work forward.

On behalf of CDMA operator and vendor community and in response to the mobile industry’s need for MMS Interoperability, the CDMA Development Group (CDG) MMS Team, has been working on various aspects of the MMS subject. One specific work item for the team is to develop a CDG recommendation document for inter/intra-carrier interoperability guidelines and IOT plans for the MM4 interface between CDMA systems, as well as between 3GPP and 3GPP2 systems.

The CDG MMS Team has concluded that OMA would be the right organization for a common IOT approach, and the interoperability testing should be carried out according to OMA’s IOT specifications. Expectedly, this will result in a centralized and timely preparation of interoperability conformance specifications. 

The CDG MMS Team understands that defining requirements for interoperability between different network core elements and for different vendor solutions is essential for developing IOT specifications and minimizing MMS interoperability problems. The CDG MMS Team will be happy to introduce a WID for the “MMS MM4 Interoperability Requirements” to OMA TP and to make every effort to provide such requirements on behalf of the CDMA community in a timely manner. 

Looking forward to working with OMA to meet the challenge of the mobile industry for offering a truly global MMS.
