How can IOPSWG Test Case production and verification can be enhanced?
Following SCR coverage and Test Case coverage produced by the Trusted Zone, the following can be observed:
The ETS coverage of EICS SCR items.
 Some enablers will have a low percentage of SCR items covered by the ETS.

It is clear that 100% will normally not be reached, but some explanation may be appropriate

· Proposal that the technical group should include the EICS in the ETR and define those SCR items that need to be tested
· Proposal that IOP SWG, for each enabler should make a list based on the EICS and define those SCR items that have, should have or will have tests. The remaining SCRs should be classified: Implicitly tested, not testable, no contribution, low priority etc.

The percentage of coverage could be misleading: 

· All Out Of Time are not included in the total number of tests performed

· Many fails in one Test Case, could be more or less erased when the SCR coverage is calculated, since the same SCR item is successfully covered by many other Test Cases.
