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Background 
The GSMA Terminal Steering Group (TSG) notes that RAN5 has recently completed its work for adding tests to TS 34.229 to cover Converged IP Communications. These new test cases have been documented in annex I of the specification.  TSG would firstly like to thank RAN5 for adding these additional test cases to the specification. TSG further notes that RAN5 has decided to not explicitly cite/include any RCS feature tags in the relevant test cases. This is believed to be due to the fact that the RCS feature tags are not defined within 3GPP. However, the omission of the RCS feature tags does rather compromise the test cases in I.8.1a and I.8.1c as there is now no explicit check possible to ensure that a UE has included one or more of the required RCS feature tags. This means that a UE could potentially pass these test cases by including additional proprietary feature tags due to there not being anything RCS specific included in the cited test cases. 
The relevant RCS tags are applicable to the RCS Universal Profile (UP) and are listed in the table below:-
