Is there a specific reason why 
XDM-1.0-int-M-0100 is a prerequisite, there is nothing in the 
specification that says that authentication has to be turned on for 
all the test cases.


2 Summary of Contribution

Answer to IOP PR 0013 for XDM. Proposal is to reject the PR 0013 and provide reason specified in this contribution.
3 Detailed Proposal

The authentication on the XCAP interface is a SHALL according to XDM TS:
“6.3.1 Authentication

The authentication function SHALL be performed over XDM-3 reference point (see [XDMAD]). The initial HTTP request

from XDM Client SHALL be interrogated by the Aggregation Proxy using the HTTP Digest mechanism as specified in

[RFC2617].”

and

“If the Generic Authentication Architecture (GAA) as defined in [3GPP TS 33.222] is not used, the XDM Client and the

Aggregation Proxy (see [XDMAD]) SHALL support the HTTP Digest mechanism for client authentication.”

For more details, please refer to latest release of OMA-TS-XDM_Core. Based on the Technical Specifications, the authentication is a required step of testing for the XCAP. Since test case 100 tests the authentication only, it has been used as a pre-requisite for all other test cases to avoid repeating the test procedure step of XCAP authentication in every test cases.
Proposal: include the above text in the PR rejection.
