	Approach to run PoC-XDM-1.0-int-202 is not unique.

	Problem Text
	In test case PoC-XDM-1.0-int-202 a display name of the user2 has to be 
changed from User2 to User3. There are 3 different approaches to run 
test procedure step 3. 

Approach 1: 
The whole PoC Group document is replaced with new display name for 
User2. 

Approach 2: 
The User2 "entry" element is replaced. 

Approach 3: 
The User2 "display-name" element is replaced only, 

Note that only approach 3 tests possibility of POC XDMS to handle 
query part in HTTP request URI, because "display-name" of the user is 
not from same namespace as "entry" element. 

Clients are using different aproaches on different servers to avoid 
problems. Test case has to be updated to clarify what aproach(es) 
should be used.

3 Detailed Proposal

The issuer of the PR is correct about the different possibilities of modifying the <display-name> element. 

It would be agreed that it matters which method is used to achieve the modification if we were testing conformance of the PoC XDMS. In that case, only method 3 would be allowed to execute the test case. 

In interoperability we are only checking if different PoC XDMCs and PoC XDMSs can interoperate with each other when the element is being modified. Since, as mentioned by CR, different XDMCs use different (allowed) element modification methods, the PoC XDMSs must support all of them. If the result visible on UE is specified modification of the <display-name>, the interoperability worked and the test case is passed. The method of how the modification was achieved is not important, as long as it complies with the OMA PoC specifications.
