	Problem Text
	Presence test cases include pure XDM test cases tested by the XDM enabler. There is no point of having duplicates of these test cases as they already exist in the XDM enabler's test specification.



To solve this PR related with Presence Simple 1.0 specification and testing. 

Summary of Contribution

The problem reported by this PR-0016 is related with the inclusion of XDM functionality testing within the Presence testing but it does not point specifically which test cases should be removed.

XDM and Presence functionality are enablers very tightly related so some times can be difficult to get totally independent testing for them (the same applies also for PoC and XDM, for example). Supporting some Presence functionalities automatically implies supporting XDM associated functionality. So, the testing of them together (testing XDM functionality necessary to provide Presence functionality) is seen as a natural way of testing. Even so, XDM testing is more focused in basic use of the XDM functionality (basic operations with documents, lists, etc.) while Presence testing uses XDM as a tool to check the correct Presence functionality implementation.
So, the proposal is that no changes has to be done in updated versions of the Interoperability ETS and move the PR-0016 as “Rejected” in the PR Tool.
