· A Smart Card with DM bootstrap information contained in WBXML encoded TNDS  object. The bootstrap message SHALL include the DM Account MO and any other(s) optional MO(s) and SHALL be stored in Bootstrap.xml file in the Smart Card to be retrieved by DM Client via the URL: https://{SCWS@}/OMA/DM/Bootstrap.xml. 	Test Procedure
	1. Insert a smart card in the handset. 
2. Check that the bootstrap information is saved in the DM client.
3. Check that the client can use the bootstrap information

	Pass-criteria
	1. The client is able to read the bootstrap configuration correctly from the smart card.
2. The bootstrap information contained is correctly mapped to the DM tree
3. The device is correctly configured according to bootstrap information from the smart card
4. DM client is able to successfully establish a DM session with the DM server indicated in the bootstrap message
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
