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1 Reason for Contribution

The IOP CR OMA-IOP-2005-0166R01-Clarification-on-optional-mandatory-TC-for-ETS removed the mandatory and optional notation from ETS documents. The OMA-IOP-POC-2005-0184-Optional-Feature-Notation-in-ETS document will cause a differentiation between test cases testing the mandatory and optional features in the ETS in the test case title. This is not in line with the current ETS template.
2 Summary of Contribution

Notation to mark the test cases representing the optional features.

3 Detailed Proposal

To be in line with the ETS template and give more help to identify optional features in the ETS the proposal is to add “(Optional Feature)” statement in the test case description that test optional features. Furthermore the aim SHALL be to finalize the ETS as a common Enabler Test Specification, not for OMA test fest purpose! The mapping of test cases to mandatory or optional features is not within the ETS purpose. 
The new test case description shall be as in the example below:
