While GCF had reviewed the IOP test cases, GCF figured out that for some IOP test cases a conformance test case would be more appropriate. Therefore IOP PoC will find a table with test cases from the current approved IOP PoC ETS, were GCF thought a conformance test case would be more appropriate to test that functionality. 
GCF would appreciate if IOP PoC would consider that table when conformance test cases will be drafted for the Test Specification.
