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1 Overview

OMA IOP has received and reviewed the above mentioned liaison and would like to inform GCF CAG of our status of RCS 5.1 conformance testing specification.
2 Status
OMA Technical Plenary agreed a new work item for RCS 5.1 Testing (W0290) on the 13th of December 2013. OMA IOP has started to work on RCS 5.1 and identified future work areas. RCS 5.1 gap analysis was done on the 7th of January 2014. First new test cases for RCS 5.1 IOP were agreed in April and latest new test cases were agreed in June 2014 for IOP ETS. IOP is working on new RCS 5.1 conformance test cases and welcomes contributions to speed up the process.
OMA IOP has RCS 1.2.2 test cases available for download, which we also expect to be applicable for RCS 5.1.
