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1 Overview

OMA IOP has deleted two test cases from the SUPL 2.0 ETS that are currently called out by GCF Work Item 134 and PTCRB RFT 089.

GCF CAG and PVG should remove these test cases from their WI/RFT.
2 Proposal

OMA IOP has deleted the following two test cases from the SUPL 2.0 ETS:

SUPL-2.0-con-030 Test 4: Positioning method - Enhanced Cell ID

SUPL-2.0-con-110 Test 4: Positioning method - Enhanced Cell ID

This is as a result of an ambiguity in the definition of Enhanced Cell ID in the core specification for SUPL 2.0 which was resolved by a relaxation of the definition of Enhanced Cell ID. This relaxation meant that the above two test cases were no longer applicable and had to be deleted.

GCF CAG and PVG should remove these test cases from WI-134 and RFT089.

Note that this change does NOT affect the following two test cases which were discussed in a recent LS from OMA IOP to GCF and PTCRB:
