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1 Reason for Contribution

Allowing several revisions for each input document creates some potential ambiguity and room for misunderstandings. With the current policy applied, a validity of a document for Location WG’s consideration can be speculated and/or argued. It also makes it unnecessarily more difficult for the OMA delegates to follow the contributions and the form they were approved. This is valid especially with the people not actively participating the Location WG. Document ID, essentially the OMA internal document number, should be considered unique by definition.

2 Summary of Contribution

This input contribution proposes Location WG to apply a document identification policy where all the Document Ids are unique. Once this new policy have been applied, all the revised input contributions SHALL be allocated with a new document number, which makes each Document ID unique, hence unambiguous.

3 Detailed Proposal

As of now, Location WG will not create ”revisions” on input document identifiers. Instead, in case of a revised input contribution being submitted, an entirely new document id is allocated. When the submitter prefers to clarify the input being a revised contribution (based typically on feedback received from the WG), (s)he MAY reference the original input contribution (with its unique document id) within the input contribution.
