One SUPL can own multi- SPCs,because every position technology should have itself SPC.and the SUPL Select Position Function(SSPF) in SLC selects  to use the correct SPC.
 The SET communicates with the network over the Lup interface.

In MNO environments, several entities and their interfaces may also be needed as illustrated in the figure in this section.

The SLC system coordinates the operations of SUPL in the network and may perform the following functions as it interacts with the SUPL Enabled Terminal (SET) over User Plane bearer:

· SUPL Roaming Function (SRF)

· SUPL Charging Function (SCF)
