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1 Reason for Change

 A use case presented here provides a motivation for enabling ‘Location-Aware User Preferences for Location Information Delivery’ which is a useful service for the user to get value-added services by activating different user preferences for location information delivery according to different locations. In other words, a user can set different preferences for location delivery and then respond to each request differently according to locations such as home or office. For example, user can set different preferences according to locations whether location information of user should be delivered to the location requestor or not. Or user can set different QoS’s according to locations. In this case when there is any location request, predefined user preferences for QoS’s of location delivery are checked at current area before location information is delivered to location requestor.
Several places may be designated the preferred locations by the user. Also several preferences depending on his/her preferred locations may be set by the user.

5.15.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

Capability: Activation of Location-Aware User Preferences for location information delivery. This use case describes the capability for user to activate different preferences for location information delivery according to locations. 
A user wishes to make his/her preferences activate differently for each location request from other location requestor according to locations (e.g. home, office) when using MLS. For example, user can set different preferences for location information delivery according to locations whether location information of user should be delivered to the location requestor or not. The user may choose several preferred locations and corresponding his/her preferences. Emergency services and lawful purposes can override any user preference setting.

· A user who wants to activate different preferences for location information delivery according to different locations and respond differently for each location request from other location requestor
· Mobile device capable of allowing user preferences information to be viewed and edited by the authorized user
