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1 Reason for Contribution

In Sophia Antipolis, the SUPL Champion and SUPL AD editor was requested by the Location WG to provide a status of the SUPL AD document in Munich and provide a recommendation on what SUPL features could be included by first release of SUPL based on contribution received to the SUPL AD document.

It was not until the last day of the OMA Location Munich Meeting (28th April 2004) that the OMA Location WG finally agreed on a compromise flow for SUPL. Given this, it was decided that the final decision of what features should be included in the first release of SUPL should be move to the OMA Location Interim Amsterdam meeting.

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5 Recommendation

R1 Candidate sections, as defined in the section 3 of this document, could be included in the first SUPL enabler release package ready for consistency. However, the August date will not be feasible. A slippage of at least 3 – 4 months is expected.
