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1 Reason for Contribution

During the last R&A review meeting, the proposal of Doc. #213R01/R02 for inclusion of the 3GPP2 roaming model in SUPL R1.0 was not agreed.  However, the Chair indicated that it represents a legitimate request of the 3GPP2 community to have their roaming model included, if that is essential to their architecture. The Chair proposed that the proponents of Doc #213R01/R02 send a submission for clarification and possibly decision making.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution, in relation to OMA-LOC-2004-0213R01/R02, provides clarification on the intent of “inclusion of the 3GPP2 roaming model in SUPL R1.0”.  It is proposed that the 3GPP2 roaming model be included as a generic optional feature in SUPL R1.0.  A new optional parameter, “V-SLP IP address/port number”, is required in the Extended Flow message pair to carry the address information of the Visited SLP (V-SLP).
3 Detailed Proposal

Direct SET-to-V-SLP communication for positioning message exchange is fundamental to the 3GPP2 IP Location services roaming model, and is an essential feature for inclusion in SUPL R1.0.  The Extended Flow message pair SUPL_RESPONSE and SUPL_POS_INIT, already agreed as generic option (i.e., it is not access technology specific) in the SUPL R1.0 AD baseline, enables the 3GPP2 roaming model.  By extension, it is proposed that the 3GPP2 roaming model also be supported as a generic optional feature in SUPL R1.0.  For the SET to establish IP connectivity to the V-SLP, a new optional parameter, “V-SLP IP address/port number” is required in the Extended Flow message pair to carry the address information of the V-SLP.  The specifics of the proposed changes to the SUPL R1.0 AD baseline, to support the 3GPP2 roaming model, are shown in the attachment, Doc. 0224.
The co-signers of this contribution strongly believe that SUPL R1.0 should represent a single user-plane location services specification meeting the needs of both the 3GPP and 3GPP2 communities.  We have a clear need for a single SUPL specification produced by the Location WG.  Our belief/desire is fully aligned with the principles of the OMA, as well as the stated charter of the Location WG.  We believe any intention to devise separation from a common specification, due to the interest of specific companies or individual organization would be in violation of those basic principles and goals of the Alliance and the Location WG.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

3GPP2 roaming model support should be included as a generic optional feature in SUPL R1.0.  A new optional parameter, “V-SLP IP address/port number”, is required in the Extended Flow message pair to carry the address information for the V-SLP.
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
