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1 Reason for Contribution

The OMA Location Working Group chair stated that the Location Working Group has a new SUPL Architecture Document, OMA-AD-SUPL-V1_0-20041101-D, and requested that the OMA Security Working Group comment on it.  The Security Working Group recommended, in document OMA-SEC-2004-0064R01-LS-SEC-to-LOC-on-SUPL-protocol, the use of TLS for the previous version of the SUPL Architecture Document.  The input contribution here re-affirms the recommendation to use TLS for secure transport in the new SUPL Architecture Document.  Also, the change request specifies a normative reference for TLS.

3 Detailed Proposal

In response to the request from the OMA Location Working Group chair to comment on the new SUPL Architecture Document, OMA-AD-SUPL-V1_0-20041101-D, Motorola proposes that the OMA Security Working Group re-affirms the recommendation as stated in the document OMA-SEC-2004-0064R01-LS-SEC-to-LOC-on-SUPL-protocol.  In particular, Motorola proposes the following:

· The Security Working Group recommends using TLS [TLS] and any protocol on top of it,

· the Security Working Group recommends not using TCP or HTTP alone, and

· the OMA Security Working Group re-affirms its statement that TLS has more flexibility than HTTPS.  
Therefore, messages in Sections 6.8 and 6.9 of new SUPL Architecture Document are recommended to be protected by TLS, which in turn is transported via TCP.
