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1 Overview

OMA asks TR-45.2 for assignment of a teleservice identifier for OMA SUPL.
2 Proposal

OMA is about to release its first candidate specifications for OMA SUPL (Secure User Plane Location). In network initiated scenarios, the network starts dialogue with a terminal by sending a SUPL_INIT message. As this initial message is bearer dependent, OMA Location WG agreed for CDMA settings to send SUPL_INIT as an MT SMS according to TIA-637, using a dedicated Teleservice Identifier, see TIA-41. As TIA is governing the CDMA Teleservice Identifiers, OMA turns to TR-45.2 for assignment of a new Teleservice Identifier dedicated to OMA SUPL, specifically to the OMA ULP (UserPlane Location Protocol) which is the name of the SUPL over the air protocol for message exchange between network and terminals.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA kindly asks TR-45.2 to verify this request and, if feasible, to assign a new dedicated Teleservice Identifier.
