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1 Reason for Contribution

SEC WG currently does NOT have an officially agreed solution for SUPL Security. However, significant amount of security specifications have been discussed and concluded in the SEC WG. The attached Draft CR (OMA-SEC-2005-0027R02-Security-Model-in-SUPL) submitted to SEC WG is the latest proposal that captures these proposals with the relevant open issues to be finalized before an agreement can be reached in the SEC WG. Vodafone would like to use the attached Draft CR to inform the LOC WG about the latest proposals regarding SUPL Security Model. It MUST be noted that the Draft CR is still a company contribution and is NOT agreed in the SEC WG.
