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1 Reason for Change

In SUPL, the positioning method is determined by the SLP sending the posMethod parameter in the SUPL_INIT message for NI scenarios resp in the SUPL_RESPONSE message for SI scenarios. The posMethod parameter is to be considered in conjunction with the SET capabilities parameter sent by the SET in the SUPL_START and SUPL_POS_INIT messages. As of today, the relationship of the posMethod and SET capabilities parameters is not well specified yet. This CR attempts to fix this.
Revision R01 of this CR addresses the comments received in Singapore: put text into table, delete quotes and use uppercase “SHALL” instead of lowercase “shall”.
