	Elements v_ls, pce, neid, imsi  are not bound to GSM or WCDMA and  may need to be sent without the location server knowing what type of radio access being used. 
	


The entities h_ls, v_ls, pce are completely unrelated to the access network.  Neid and imsi  exists in at least both GSM and WCDMA networks, but a location server cannot be assumed to always know what access network being used.  It is thus proposed to move elements v_ls, pce, neid, imsi  to  be sub elements of net_param and make gsm_net_param, wcdma_net_param and cdma_net_param  optional.  
In 3GPP TS 23.271 section 5.6.1 it is stated that it shall be possible to convey h_ls between location servers. Thus it is proposed to include h_ls in net_param
Additionally it was found that the requirements in RLP-U-S-05 & RLP-U-C-05 was incorrect due to mistake while renumbering of items in an earlier version. This is corrected below.
