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1 Reason for Change

Loc_type was extended in MLP 3.2. During this effort a mistake was made.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The currently valid MLP 3.2 is not backwards compatible with MLP 3.1 wrt loc_type. This CR brings MLP 3.2 back in line with MLP 3.1 by merely extending MLP 3.1 (instead of extending and changing it as is the case in the current MLP 3.2 spec).
3 Impact on Other Specifications

MLP 3.2 DTD support files need to be adjusted as well.
The RLP specification and support files need to be updated as well, see companion CR OMA-LOC-2005-0356.

5 Recommendation

Discuss and agree this CR. Then update the published MLS 1.0 enabler.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

MLP traditionally offered the ability to indicate to the location server that it should trigger a positioning procedure (i.e., compute the “current” pos value) and, if that procedure was not successful, to retrieve a cached “last” position value (if existing and fresh and good enough). This was indicated by loc_type CURRENT_OR_LAST. When we drafted MLP 3.2, we concluded that it would be worthwhile to also indicate slightly different requests: first try a cached value. If negative, do a new positioning. While this proposal was appreciated it was written down in the wrong way: We found now that the definition of loc_type value CURRENT_OR_LAST was changed from MLP 3.1 to MLP 3.2 and the old meaning of CURRENT_OR_LAST was assigned to the new value CURRENT_OR_LAST_AS_FALLBACK. This change not only breaks backwards compatibility of loc_type but also is counter-intuitive. 
We therefore propose to keep the different possible value semantics of loc_type in MLP 3.2 but to rename the values such that CURRENT_OR_LAST basically means “try current value first, then last value” and LAST_OR_CURRENT should mean “try last value first, then current value”. 

Also, minor editorial changes were applied, see below.
