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1 Reason for Contribution

SET initiated location requests in SUPL 1.0 functionality is limited to determine it’s own location in cooperation with the SLP. There are location enabled service scenarios in which an application which resides on the SET would like to request the location of another SET such as e.g. in a friend finder application.

For this reason a new use case is proposed to be included in the SUPL 2.0 RD.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides a use case of the SET Originated Request, which requests the position of another SET, to be included in the SUPL 2.0 RD.

5.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

Capability: Enhanced SET Originated Location Request SHALL allow a SET resident MLS application to request the position from another Target SET from the network.

The request will be validated against a privacy framework.
When the SUPL User accesses the SET resident MLS application, the application requests the location of the Target SET from the Requesting SET SUPL agent. A Service Response is sent back to the SUPL User.
Depending upon the privacy settings of the target SET User, a notification or confirmation message is send to the Target SET User. If the privacy settings of the target SET user indicates no notification or confirmation; the target SET is located without notification or confirmation of the target SET User.

5.1.2 Actors

SUPL User: Wants to use the MLS application resident on SET(1).

Target SET User: User of the SET being located.

SET(1): Requesting SUPL Enabled Terminal. 

SET(2) : Target SET(2)which is located by the SUPL User.

5.2.1.1 Actor Specific Issues
Target SET(2) can be located by any means of location technique supported, and is outside scope of the location request by the requesting SET(1). Requesting SET(1) can however request a certain Quality of Position.
5.2.1.2 Actor Specific Benefits

Requesting SET(1), will be able to determine the location of another target SET(2), whilst obeying the privacy setting of target SET(2).

5.1.3 Pre-conditions

SUPL User is authorised to make the Enhanced SET originated location request.
The positioning request must be send to the H-SLP. 
The privacy settings related to target SET(2),enable the target SET(2) to be located by SET(1).

5.1.4 Post-conditions
The requesting SET(1) has retrieved the location of target SET(2) and result is presented to the SUPL User.
5.1.5 Normal Flow
1. A SUPL User subscribes to a SET resident MLS application, which has access to the SUPL agent on the SET(1).

2. The SUPL agent on the SET(1) requests the location of the SUPL User from the network (H-SLP).

3. The H-SLP resolves the location of the Target SET(2). 
4. The location information related to Target SET(2) is returned to the requesting SET(1) SUPL agent.

5. The SET(1) SUPL agent forwards the result to the SET(1) resident MLS application.
5.1.6 Alternative Flow

The target SET(2) User declines the location request by the SUPL User.

A corresponding result message is returned to the Requesting SET(1) SUPL agent.
