1 Reason for Change

In the SUPL V1.0, in the SET Initiated scenarios, the target SET initiates the location request for its own location, and performs the positioning procedure with the SLP. In that procedure, there is no interaction to any third party SET, however, some scenarios needs to be added such that the target SET user sends the location of itself to other SET user or Client via SLP when positioning procedure is finished as follows:

The User2’s terminal has the both function of emergency location service and SUPL SET initiated location service. Maybe User1 is User2’s guardian. In the case of emergency, User2 starts the emergency location application on the SET, obtains the location of itself, then sends own position to User1 via the SLP when the positioning procedure succeeds. The SLP will maybe try to send the location more than once, if the User1 doesn’t respond in time.

Regarding to the discussion about IC 389R01, we propose that a new use case based on this kind of scenario.
The revision of CR is made based on comments raised during Jeju meeting.

5.x.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

Capability: Notify the third party (can be more than one) the location of the target SET.

When the target SET initiates SET initiated positioning procedure, it might want to notify its location to the third party via the SLP. When the positioning succeeds, SLP will send the positioning result of the target SET which initiated this positioning procedure, to the third party..

5.x.2 Actors

SUPL User who wants to know its own location and wants to notify its own location to the third party. 

The third party will be notified of the location of a certain SET.

5.x.2.1 Actor Specific Issues
 The target SET can be located through a certain positioning method, but the positioning function of the third party is not required.

The third party can be more than one.

5.x.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

 It is possible for the SET to send its own location to third party

5.x.3 Pre-conditions

The target SET must allow that the third party can receive the location information of the target SET.

The third party must allow receive the location information of the target SET.
5.x.4 Post-conditions
The resulting location information of the target SET should be processed securely.

5.x.5 Normal Flow
1. Target SET requests the SLP to obtain own location and to deliver the positioning result to a third party.
2. The SLP checks the privacy settings of the target SET against the third party. Depending on the privacy setting of the target SET, the SLP sends the notification to the SUPL user of the target SET.  To protect the SUPL user of the target SET from malicious application, the SLP can send the notification of the request of transfer of location information to the third party to the SUPL user of the target SET regardless of privacy settings. 
3. The SLP resolves the location of the Target SET.

4. Depending on the privacy setting of the target SET and the third party, the SLP sends the location of the target SET to the third party.


5. The SLP sends the indication of successful transfer of its own location to the third party to the target SET.
