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1 Reason for Change

PCP definitions for IMS public identity and for URI types (HTTP or SIP) are based on regular expressions that are incorrect.  This CR introduces changes the definitions for these types so that they are simpler and more accurate; they are now based on the builtin anyURI type.
A single SIP URI type is renamed to SIPURIType (from SIPURLType), but the actual element instances remain unchanged.  See RFC 3986 for information on URI vs URL.

This change requires that CR 2005-0498 is already applied.

Only PCP is affected by this change.
