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1 Reason for Change

The SUPL v1.0 Requirements Document contains a somewhat broad requirement related to backward compatibility: 

“The SUPL architecture SHALL provide backward compatibility mechanisms (e.g., protocol versioning)”.  

With SUPL v1.0 released and SUPL v2.0 on the way, there will come a time when v1.0 terminals and servers will need to interact with v2.0 terminals and servers.  It is therefore necessary to establish clear interoperability requirements to mandate this mutual compatibility.   
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This contribution mandates backwards compatibility between SUPL v2.0 and SUPL v1.0 entities.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

This contribution may have impacts to the SUPL technical specifications.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
