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1 Reason for Contribution

The process for Permanent Documents edition is currently quite long. It is felt that this could be improved by some small changes in the process.
2 Summary of Contribution

The Permanent Documents edition process could be improved if the documents were reviewed by all the contributors instead of having a dedicated peer reviewer. More specifically, every delegate who has had Change Requests accepted should check that they have been correctly incorporated. This contribution proposes new roles and a new process.
3 Detailed Proposal

1. Edition
At the end of each meeting, the chair will send an e-mail to the OMA-LOCATION e-mail reflector listing all Change Requests that have been accepted for each Enabler / Version during the meeting.

The editor for each document will edit the document within 5 days after the end of the meeting. The editor will then send the edited document through the OMA-LOCATION e-mail reflector.

2. Review
It is proposed to remove the role of peer reviewer.

Once the edited document has been sent to the reflector, it is available for every delegate to review it up until 10 days after the end of the meeting. They can raise their comments on the OMA-LOCATION e-mail reflector.
The editor will take these comments into account and integrate them into the document and then send the new version of the Permanent Document to the DSO who will then upload this document into the Permanent Area of the portal.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
