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1 Reason for Contribution

The first TestFest for SUPL was held in Belfast during the week of June 15th 2006 and a number of Problem Reports (PRs) were raised. These PRs need resolution by the LOC WG and this summary report gives necessary details. It also summarises the Test Fest activities. 
2 Summary of Contribution

During the TestFest, two PRs have been raised to date. These are detailed below. They both require resolution by LOC WG. Note that a decision for no action to be taken is also acceptable.

Other comments on the TestFest results are given for information only.
3 Detailed Proposal

2. The following two PRs require resolution:

· PR 0001 can be summarised as follows:

In the case of Network-Initiated requests, the SMSC queues 
all SUPL INIT messages for a SET that is powered off and then forwards 
them when the SET powers on. The SERVER should include a 'deliver 
before' field to ensure that these messages
More detail has been provided as follows:

In the case of Network-Initiated requests, if the SUPL 
Client (SET) is powered off when the PPG sends the request, the requests 
are queued until it is powered on, processed and sessions are initiated 
to the SUPL Server. Usually these session IDs have expired, causing the 
Server to report errors for all of them. 

What would be nice, is an addition in the SUPL spec to state that the 
Server should include 'deliver before' field if possible. 

Perhaps the PPG could include this field if not provided in the PAP 
message received? 

It is debatable where this functionality should be included - not least 
because of the impact on the protocols already used for other purposes 
(e.g. PAP).
· PR 0002 can be summarised as follows:

SUPL-INIT using WAP-PUSH POTAP: Appendix C.2 describes the POTAP 
example but it lacks the details on the WSP PDU header.
More detail has been provided as follows:

The SUPL INIT can be in 2 formats, WAP Push POTAP 
is one of them. While appendix C.2 describes the POTAP example but it 
lacks the details on the WSP PDU header. Indeed vendors participated in 
the Belfast testfest have experienced different formats and contents of 
the header which leads to problem in IOT. 

Suggestion: We recommend OMA LOC to clarify the formats and contents of 
the WSP PDU header and update Appendix C.2 accordingly to avoid 
interoperability problem. 

Here is our understanding of the header which could be added to Table 
40 in Appendix C.2: 

(unique value) 
TID 

0x06 
PDU Type: Push 

(length) 
Push Header Length: total length of the Content Type and Header Field 
combined 

(content type) 
Content Type: 2 options 

1. “application/vnd.omaloc-supl-init” in ASCII 

2. ID code (0x312) for “application/vnd.omaloc-supl-init” 

(push header) 
Push Header: 4 options 

1. ID code (0x10) for “x-oma-application:ulp.ua” 

2. “x-oma-application:ulp.ua” in ASCII 

3. ID code (0xAF) followed by “ulp.ua“ in ASCII 

4. “X-Wap-Application-Id:ulp.ua” in ASCII 

(push flag) 
Push Flags: Push Flag header and Push Flag value (2 octets in total). 
Ignore whether received or not 

Additionally we recommend a detailed octet coding example of the header 
also be added to Appendix C.2.
PR 0001 has not yet been discussed and now needs discussion and resolution by LOC.

PR 0002 has been discussed by some companies and a proposal may be made shortly, but this needs discussion and resolution by LOC.

3. Other comments are made on the Test Report for information only:

· A number of “Fails” will be seen in the results; as there is no PR raised it is assumed that these fails were as a result of an “acceptable” reason (e.g. known error in one implementation) and that no further action is needed. The number of “Fails” seems comparable with those generally seen for other Enablers at TestFests.
· The high number of “Not Applicable” (N/A) is due to the number of test cases for E-OTD, AFLT, OTDOA etc. that were not supported by implementations at the TestFest and is generally acceptable. In two cases it appears that an E-OTD and an OTDOA test case were attempted, it is not known if this really happened or if an error was made when completing the results sheets.

· It is understood from the TestFest organisers, that there may be one or two PRs still to be generated, but in this case the problem was in the Test Specification rather than the Enabler specification. If any company that took part in the TestFest still has comments on the Test Specifications then please forward them to the IOP group or raise a PR as soon as possible.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
