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1 Reason for Change

Currently in SUPL 2.0 TS trigger parameter usage in SUPL TRIGGERED RESPONSE does not provide the best possibility for power usage optimization. In order for the terminal to minimize power usage in area triggered cases, proximity detection using existing area ids such as cell ids/sector ids should be guaranteed. This is to say that for all area triggered sessions, SLP should provide the area ids matching the desired trigger area. Using these area ids to detect the proximity of the trigger area, terminal would not need to consume excessively power using other positioning technologies needlessly to detect the rough area.
This change request suggests that the area id list should always be returned to the terminal in SUPL TRIGGERED RESPONSE.
