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1 Reason for Change

In SUPL2.0 SI service, there are 3 types of services:

1)SET Initiated location request of a SET mode
2)SET Initiated location request of transfer of location to the third party mode
3)A SET initiate location request to another target SET
Regarding the first case, normally SI service is called by an independent application client, e.g. navigation client, or an AGPS tightly bounded application like an application for the user to watch the satellite constellation and to test the TTFF. It is not necessary but good to add the service information in this case.
In the 2nd case, there is Third Party ID element to identify the service provider . The Third Party might be an application (e.g. emergency service provider) or a person. For the former one, user account information is needed. Even in the later one, a GIS service might be included to deliver the readable information for the target user.
In the 3rd case, in 5.2.9 SET-Initiated Location Request of another SET: Successful Case, “serviceid”  is mentioned.
This CR proposes to add a method for the SET to deliver more service information in SI case to the SLP.
