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1 Reason for Contribution

This INP is the flow of LOCSIP in the Architecture Document.

The SIP application server requests the position estimate to the Location server. The location server delivers the position estimate to the SIP application server.  
2 Summary of Contribution

The SIP application server (ex, POC server, PAG server) requests the position estimate to the Location Server.

3 Detailed Proposal

5.4.1 Location request and Delivery
(Informative)

The SIP application server requests the position estimate to the location server. The location server delivers the position estimate once in the immediate location request. Otherwise, the location server delivers the position estimate multiple times in the periodic and area event request. 
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Figure X. The SIP application server request the position estimate to the Location server
A. The SIP application server sends a SUBSCRIBE request to the Location server for requesting the position estimate of the target terminal. The SIP application server submits SIP application server’s identity, the original requestor’s identity and some criteria regarding position estimate (ex, QoP, delivery time and age  etc)
B. The Location server sends 200 OK message to the SIP application server. 
C.  The Location server authorizes the SIP application server and the original requester. The Location server gets the position estimate of the target terminal. The Location server deliveries the SIP NOTIFY with position estimate of the target terminal to the SIP application server one time in the immediate case. In other cases, the location server deliveries the SIP NOTIFY to the SIP application server multiple times in the periodic/ area event request.
