5.3 Functional Components and Interfaces
5.3.1     LOCSIP Functional Entities 
5.3.1.1 Location Client
The location client requests the position estimate to the location server by LOCSIP. The SIP protocol is used for the request. The location client requests one or more terminals’ position estimate from the location server. 

5.3.1.2 Location server 
The location server delivers the position estimate to the client by LOCSIP. The delivery is done once or multiple times according to the request cases. The delivery is done multiple times in the immediate request case. In the triggered request case, the delivery is done once. But the delivery can be multiple times when the client requests multiple terminals’ position estimate even if it is an immediate request case.
