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1 Reason for Change

LOCSIP RD is on the way to be finalized. This CR proposes some editorial changes. In addition, this CR proposes some changes to align the requirements to the “Presence terminology” (HLFR-01, HLFR-02, HLFR-02a, HLFR-02b, HLFR-07) and to highlight that some requirements (HLFR-11, HLFR-12, HLFR-13, HLFR-16) need to be supported by the underlaying positioning mechanism.
R01: following Beijing meeting discussion, this version propose a new wording for HLFR-YYY (it was HLFR-02b), and some other minor changes. A new cosigner is added.
