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1 Reason for Change

The Trigger Type parameter is used for both Network Initiated case(SUPL INIT message) and SET Initiated Case(SUPL TRIGGERED START message). However in the section 10.20.1 the description looks like the Trigger Type parameter is only used for the Network Initiated case. 
This CR proposes to correct it for the consistency.
