For the fixed line network even the WiFi AP, it is possible that the position result is a civic location. This CR proposes that SUPL3.0 shall support civic address beside the geodetic location.

Though DHCP is standardized to broadcast to the target device with geodetic location or civic address as well, before the DHCP infrastructure is upgraded, the device may get its civic address in from SUPL server. For example, when a PC is connected to a discovered SLP in a ADSL access network, the SLP may return the PC with a civic address of the ADSL installation civic address. Alternatively, the ADSL may connect to a WiFi AP, so the same PC may be cradled in the WiFi, but the SLP may return the same ADSL installation civic address.

SUPL supports multiple access network positioning including the fixed-line access network.
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
