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1 Reason for Change

According to the SUPL3.0 RD spec, there are some requirements regarding IETF-related functions are accepted, such as SUPL-HLF-23, etc. Hence, relevant function should be described in SUPL3.0 AD spec.
This contribution proposes to add a short paragraph to describe function required in SUPL-HLF-23.
R01: reword the newly added paragraph, and doesn’t constraint the content to IETF-defined location system.
R02: Change URI to URI(s), because there might be multiple location information servers that SET can use.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add a paragraph to describe the function of URI conveyance through SUPL.
1.2.1 Communication Mechanisms and Interfaces Covered by Lup

The communication mechanisms for conveying location request notification from the SLP to the SET include OMA Push, SMS, UDP/IP and SIP Push.  The protocols involved in OMA Push are PAP (Push Access Protocol) for conveying location request notification from the SLP to the PPG (Push Proxy Gateway), and POTAP (Push Over-The-Air Protocol) and SIP Push for conveying such notification from the PPG to the SET.  SMS delivery of notification is another option, and can be initiated either by SMS Trigger from the SLP, or by WAP notification.  Protocol interfaces for SMS delivery are not specified in the diagram, since the interface between SLP and SMSC/MC is proprietary (e.g., SMPP) and is not defined by 3GPP/3GPP2.  The communication path from SMSC/MC to the SET is outside the scope of this document.
In proxy-mode the SUPL application message exchange for service management and positioning determination occurs between the SLP and the SET.  In non-proxy-mode the service management related message exchange occurs between the SLC and the SET, where the positioning determination related message exchange occurs between the SPC and the SET.

5.2.1.1 IMS Emergency Location Services

For IMS emergency location services, the SUPL location request notification may be conveyed from the E-SLP to the SET via the Emergency IMS Core using SIP Push [SIP PUSH].  The Emergency IMS Core correlates the location request notification with the IMS emergency call and delivers the notification to the SET.
5.2.1.2 Location information server in SUPL
When SET conveys its location URL(s) from SET to SLP, it gets this URI(s) from location information server (not constrained to IETF LIS). The SLP can use the URI(s) to retrieve SET’s location from location information server, and use the location as an alternative source of SET’s location.
