B.x. Integrity Capability Requirement
B.x.1 Short Description

In order to estimate the error bound of the fix (also referred as protection level (PL), many algorithms have been proposed by the GNSS community. This area of research is known as integrity. Each of the proposed solution works under some specific assumptions and generate a PL remarkably higher/smaller depending on the algorithm. It is not possible to identify a unique approach suitable for all the application conditions such as point of interest, tracking or transportation scenarios. The confidence value may be selected by the application, different confidence values as 10^(-4) or 10^(-6) may be selected depending on the application people tracking, road tolling
B.x.2 Market Benefits

High confidence error bound may be a valuable feature for a variety of commercial services, as work force tracking and triggering, children and elder people tracking. Location automotive application as road tolling requires error bound estimation. Safety of live services may also require integrity functions.
