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1 Reason for Contribution

This input contribution details additional SUPL Location Platform deployment models and SLP discovery mechanisms in support of those models.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution adds support for the following SLP deployment models:
1. Home Model – The SET always initiates location determination with the Home SLP (H-SLP).  The H-SLP may optionally support roaming protocols with a Visited SLP (V-SLP).  This model is currently supported in SUPL 1.0/2.0/3.0.

2. Visited Model – This model allows a SET to establish a SUPL session with an SLP in the network providing the SET network access.  This may be another carrier that the SET has roamed to, or a local access point not associated with a carrier.
3. Redirect Model – The redirect model enables their subscribers to utilize other SLPs that have been provisioned in the carriers H-SLP.  There are two redirect methods, the first allows a redirect to another D-SLP based on configuration policy rules based for example on the SETs capabilities, Location Identifiers, Application ID or other based on the SLP deployment.  The second method allows for a D-SLP to be associated with a geographic area.  When the SET enters one of the geographic areas associated with D-SLP, the SET is redirected to establish a new session with the D-SLP.

4. Open Model – The open model is for deployments that allow for dynamic discovery of a D-SLP.  These environments have no security mechanisms and no association with the H-SLP.

Each carrier may optionally support any or all of the models described in this input contribution.  Each SLP vendor may offer location services outside of a carrier deployment.
