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1 Reason for Change

According to the SET’s position, the D-SLP’s service area and the location of event area, the area event triggered location service may need an additional procedure/ internal action in some cases. The possible cases are:
1. The SET is inside the D-SLP’s service area, the event area is the outside of the D-SLP’s service area

2. The SET is the outside of the D-SLP’s service area, the SET is inside the D-SLP’s service area

3. The event area is overlapped in both SLP’s areas

4. Two or more event areas resides in both SLP’s areas

This CR proposes to add the reference procedure for above mentioned cases to prevent the confusion when the SUPL is developed or IOT is performed.

The SET initiates the area event triggered location service with the H-SLP immediately, if possible, or the SET initiates the area event triggered location service with the H-SLP when the SET leaves the D-SLP’s service area.

The SET performs the both area event trigger sessions as described in the section B.8.3 and B.8.4.
When the SET is the outside of D-SLP’s service area:

In case that the SET is the outside of D-SLP’s service area, there are two types of procedures.
Procedure 1: The SET performs the area event trigger session with the H-SLP with all event areas.

Procedure 2: The SET splits the single area event trigger session into two separate area event trigger sessions. One area event trigger session has event areas inside the D-SLP’s service area (Event Area 4 and 5), and the other area event trigger session has event areas the outside of D-SLP’s service area (Event Area 1, 2, and 3). The SET performs the both area event trigger sessions as described in the section B.8.3 and b.8.4.
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
