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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes a new requirement on providing WLAN AP information for positioning between location servers.

In case that the SET decides to uses the UE-based WLAN based positioning method (i.e. WLAN ECID or Fingerprint method), the H-SLP shall provide WLAN AP information for positioning (e.g. WLAN AP data or WLAN radio map data). However if the SET is roaming and decides to uses the UE-based WLAN positioning method, the H-SLP can not provide WLAN AP information for positioning because the H-SLP does not have the WLAN AP information for the roaming area. Therefore to support this scenario, the functionality is needed to transfer WLAN AP information between location servers (H-SLP and V-SLP) in RLP.

Generally each operator builds and manages their own WLAN AP information for positioning in its location server. This input contribution would like to introduce the new concept, common WLAN AP DB server for positioning. The common WLAN AP DB server collects the WLAN AP information used for positioning from operators and service providers, and manages the collected WLAN AP DB, and provides the stored WLAN AP DB to operators and service providers.
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Operators provide WLAN AP information that they have to the WLAN AP DB server and they also use WLAN AP information stored in the WLAN AP DB server. Service Providers can also use WLAN AP information stored in the WLAN AP DB server and they can also provide WLAN AP information to the WLAN AP DB server if possible. 

Through this scenario, operators will reduce the cost to build the WLAN AP information DB and manage it, and also provide more accurate positioning results to the user than before. And also it will make a chance to create new business opportunities.
To support this scenario, the protocol to transfer WLAN AP information between location servers is needed and supporting it in the RLP can be one of solution. This CR suggests a relevant requirement to add the functionality to transfer the WLAN AP information between location servers into RLP.
