Requested Action(s)
3GPP SA3 is kindly requested to note that GBA is supported as one option for mutual authentication between a SUPL Enabled Terminal (Mobile Station) and a SUPL Location Platform (Location Server).
Conclusion
OMA LOC would like to inform 3GPP SA WG3 that a potential decision to mandate GBA support in ProSe UE will have no impact on OMA SUPL.
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
