The main features include a volume card with flexible charging schemas, directional and shared volume card, shared volume card, multiple charging policies, end-to-end automatic deployment, integrated end user interface with APP or SDK for APP and QOS control enabling QOS as a service.
Red Bend Software will show how from the head unit to in-vehicle infotainment to ECUs, Red Bend can manage every software system in a connected car over-the-air with total reliability and security, Leveraging its latest innovations in Type-1 virtualization and OMA DM SCOMO based OTA software management solution.
