12. Document Procedures 

12.1 Document Identification

Two different classifications of document identification are addressed in this section, permanent documents (e.g. specifications, work item definitions) and internal documents (e.g. used to identify documents submitted to a particular group or meeting).  Under the permanent documents, there are two sub-types of documents: versioned permanent documents and non-versioned permanent documents.

There are several document types that are identified in this section.  These document types have associated relevance to the above two classification of documents.  The following table shows the association.  As new types are identified, this table SHALL be updated.

A Backus-Naur Form (BNF) grammar [ RFC2234] for these document classifications is defined subsequently in Appendix [x
], along with notes and definitions for all of the document types.

12.1.3 Nomenclature explanations

5.2.1.1 Affiliates

This field MAY be provided to indicate the affiliate organisation that produced the spec.  The future usage of affiliate names requires further consideration, and it is desirable that any new work initiated in OMA does not have the affiliate name in the document name.  Examples: LIF, SYNCML, etc

5.2.1.2 Functional Areas

This field SHALL be provided. The field provides an abbreviated name of the document function in the working group. It shall be a unique identification of the functional area, distinguishing between different working groups that may be working on the same functional area.  Examples: WML, LOC_Privacy, etc.

5.2.1.3 Document Versioning

The version of a document shall be defined as in Table 1: Document Version.

In permanent document numbering the <version> field, see section Error! Reference source not found. for details, shall represent the version of the document.  The values in the <version> field SHALL be defined in the following manner: -

Successive versions of the document shall be sequentially enumerated, with no gaps in the document numbering.  An example of such sequential numbering is the following: 1_0, 1_1, 1_1_1, 2_0, 3_0, 3_1, 3_1_1, 3_1_2, 3_2, 4_0, 4_1, etc.

Once posted, a version of a document SHALL not be replaced by another with the same name.  Any posting of a revised document SHALL contain a different document number.  There is no provision for specifying a “V1_1B” or “V1_1BIS”, etc.

· Restricted, indicated by R.

· Status, indicated by S.

Existing other states from OMA affiliates not accommodated or mappable into this list should be preserved and not reused if there is any risk of confusion.  Document disposition should not be confused for document states.
5.2.1.9 Group Names

This field SHAL be provided and indicated the TP and the formal groups under OMA TP.  In the case of sub working groups, the names of these groups will be abbreviated as per the parent working group recommendations.  Examples: TP, BAC, BAC_MAE, and MWG_IM.

5.2.1.10 Document Numbers

This field shall identify the sequential number of the assigned internal documents per committee and year.  This field shall be provided. The number reverts back to 0001 for each new calendar year.  The initial sequential number shall be 4 digits, ranging from 0001 to 9999. In the unlikely event this limit is exceeded additional digits shall be added to increase the range to 99999, 999999, etc. Revisions to an internal document shall be made by either a) using the revision mechanism defined herein, this being the recommended mechanism, or b) allocating a new internal document number, and a reference to included to the previous version.  Numbers shall be maintained by the secretary of each group or an automated system.

5.2.1.11 Revision Numbers

This revision indicator field is optional but is recommended where revisions of input documents are made. The revision number shall be an integer.  No specific upper limit is specified.

5.2.1.12 Keyword Descriptions

Use of this field is RECOMMENDED.  This field SHALL be a text field describing the subject of the document.  It is RECOMMENDED to use “_” (underscores) or title case to avoid the use of spaces in Keyword Descriptions.
